e Timewave p/n WC.40564
4 conductor Cable Assembly, 3.5mm plug to stripped end

Please check with Timewave for additional cable assemblies.

& IMPORTANT! This step will help prevent possible damage to the
HamLinkUSB™ Rig Control Plus module and your other
equipment.

Before connecting this cable assembly between your radio and HamLinkUSB™ Rig
Control Plus module, check the ground connection between your computer and your
radio.

Use a voltmeter to measure the voltage between your computer and your radio. It should
be zero (0) volts. Ifit is not zero (0) volts, you may have a ground problem with your
radio equipment, your computer or the electrical wiring in your building. Fix that
problem before continuing with any further installation of the HamLinkUSB™ Rig
Control Plus module or any other computer or radio equipment.

After you have measured zero (0) volts between your computer and your radio, then
measure the resistance between the two units to verify there is a direct electrical
connection. It should be very close to zero (0) ohms. If it is, you may proceed to connect
the HamLinkUSB™ cable assembly between your radio and the HamLinkUSB™ Rig
Control Plus module. If not, check your ground system before proceeding.



HamLinkUSB™ Rig Control Plus Pin-Out - RTS version

The jack in the HamLinkUSB™ Rig Control Plus is a four conductor 3.5 mm phone jack.
The matching 4 conductor cable assembly is Timewave p/n WC.40564. It is un-
terminated on one end. Other complete cable assemblies are available to match specific
radios. If your radio does not require a separate PTT connection, you may use a three
conductor 3.5 mm phone plug to connect to this jack..

The connections for the RTS version are:

e Tip- RX data input from radio TX data output — logic level only! Do not
connect to RS-232 levels!

e Ring 1 — TX data output to radio RX data input — logic level only! Do not connect
to RS-232 levels!

e Ring 2 — RTS output to radio — This is an FET Open Drain output that pulls low
when activated. Use only with a radio that has a maximum positive voltage of 18
volts on the PTT or CW keying input. Do Not use with older radios that have a
negative keying voltage! Your software will allow you to select the function of
this output. PTT is the most commonly assigned function. Often this connection
is not used with radios that have a PTT command in the RX-TX rig control
command set (Check your radio manual).

STEP 4:
To use the HamLinkUSB™, you need to determine the COM port that it is using. On the
Timewave Driver CD, run the program “TWCOMDetect” to determine which COM ports
are on your computer. You may do this by choosing “Run” from the Windows START
menu, and then typing “n:\TWCOMDetect” where n is the drive letter of your CD-ROM.

The HamLinkUSB™ COM port is labeled (in this case it is COM28). If you are using
Win98 or WinME, the port may be labeled “Generic”. Older versions of the
HamLinkUSB™ may also be labeled “CP210x USB Driver”.

Note: If, for some reason, the TWCOMDetect program does not tell you the COM port,
you may find the COM ports listed in the System Device Manager. This is found on the
Devices tab of the System Control Panel.

STEP 5:
You will need software on your PC to control the radio. HamLinkUSB™ comes with an
evaluation copy of PKTerm™/Radio Operations Center™ 3.0. There are also several
programs available on the Internet.

PKTerm 3.0 may be found on the Timewave Drivers CD in the folder labeled “PKTerm”.
